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New Roof Preparation

Prior to enjoying the peace of mind of your new roof, there is the remodeling construction. In order to make
it as easy as possible, we invite you to take advantage of the great tips we've put together for you.

1. If you have items stored in your attic, you may want to consider covering anything of value or importance to you with a
plastic or canvas tarp. This is especially key if Magee is striping your existing shingles off, and your home is
approximately sixty years old or older. Homes of that generation often have spacing between the wood decking
underneath your shingles. Entering the attic and looking up at the underside of the roof will verify this condition. Gaps will
be apparent between the boards. During the striping process, debris is likely to fall through the gaps onto the floor of the
attic.

2. Approximately one week prior to installation, Magee will be in touch with you to arrange your product delivery date,
material storage location, starting days, and drop point location of the dumpster(s) and/or construction trailer(s). (if
applicable).

3. After confirming the starting day with Magee, please park all vehicles in the street, starting that morning, and remaining
until the job is complete. This will ensure for proper access and coordination of ongoing deliveries, and/or pickups of
materials and dumpster / construction trailer removals throughout the project.

4. Don't forget about Fido & Kitty! If your pet is used to being outside or there isn't an area in your home to keep them
safely away from construction, especially during certain phases - it may be a perfect time to treat your pet to a vacation at
the kennel or a play date at a friend or relative's home.

5. If there are any landscape fixtures, (trees, shrubs, etc.) within three feet of your home around the perimeter, please
take this opportunity to trim them back, or temporarily tie them back with a stake and rope. Allowing us maximum
clearance around your home will accommodate all of the necessary equipment and access for perimeter clean up,
resulting in the best quality job.

6. After Magee has completed installation, we will do our best to clean up after ourselves. Please understand there will
be some spots under bushes and mulch where small items and shingle granules may be caught or temporarily buried
during our raking and clean up, and surface at a later time. These items usually will be completely invisible by the next
time you cut or rake your lawn, or add mulch to the beds next season. If for any reason, you feel there is a second post
project cleanup, we are only a phone call away.

7. We hope you enjoy your new roof and smart investment. After all, your shelter from Mother Nature’s direct harsh elements is
the most important surface on your home to monitor and maintain.
