Replacement Windows & Doors Preparation 
 

Prior to enjoying the pleasures of your new windows or doors, there is the remodeling construction. In 
order to make it as easy as possible, we invite you to take advantage of the great tips we've put together 
for you.  
 

1.  If your house has a garage, Magee will use this as a very temporary warehouse and work- station.  We will deliver all necessary 
materials from our warehouse to your garage.  It is preferred to use your garage to shelter and protect all materials from the elements of 
Mother Nature.  Please use this time in anticipation of the remodeling to begin, to make sure you have space cleared for our use.  Your 
effort to accommodate this will make the construction phase smoother and more pleasant for you if we have an organized storage area 
for your project. 

2.  Continuing in anticipation of the remodeling, start to look around each window or door that will be replaced.  Plan on what furniture (if 
any) will need to be temporarily moved or shifted.  Also take notice of any wall hangings or keepsakes that are delicate on shelves in 
the area. (Plates, china, figurines, etc.)  Temporarily re-locate these items as well, until completion. 

3.  Approximately one week prior to installation, Magee will be in touch with you to arrange your delivery and starting days.  Use this 
week to begin removing all shades, and drapes.  If you have been putting off window treatment cleaning, it will be a great time to do so.   
Take all drapes, blinds and decorative treatments down, except blinds in occupied bedrooms and bathrooms.  These last blinds can be 
taken down the day before Magee’s arrival, maximizing your privacy.  Please understand this is a very important step in preparing for 
our arrival.  If any window treatments or hardware is in the way of the installation, Magee’s hourly rate will apply if our technicians need 
to remove, or modify any components of window treatments, as per our contractual agreement.   

4.  If your windows have alarm sensors on them, and your alarm system is or will be active in the future, you must notify your alarm 
company immediately at the receipt of this letter to remove these sensors before Magee’s arrival, and make arrangements with the 
alarm company to re-install the sensors post window replacement at the homeowner’s expense. 

5.  Don't forget about Fido & Kitty!  If there isn't an area in your home to keep them safely away from construction, especially during 
certain phases - it may be a perfect time to treat your pet to a vacation at the kennel or a play date at a friend or relative's home. 

6.  If your woodwork trim is currently painted, you will most likely have to just ‘touch up’ the window perimeter trim following the 
installation.  If the woodwork is stained, generally there is no action necessary following the install. 

7.  After Magee has completed installation, we will do our best to clean up after ourselves, both inside and out. 

8.  Dust…there's just no way to avoid it! If there is a fish tank or electrical equipment in close proximity to the work - remember to keep them well 
covered! 
 
9.  If customer is purchasing a new lockset on their own, please be sure to have the lockset prior to Magee’s arrival.
